on the Richter scale earthquake, just 25 kilometers from our homes in Chiangsaen, Northern Thailand! The 
Babies home is still feeling the aftershocks! I did have an engineer make an assessment on the new cracks 
we have. He felt they were not that serious but wants us to keep an eye on them. Conclusions - the babies 
are safe! Aren’t they beautiful!!! 
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        Border Conflicts: 
During that same time I was in Poipet, Cambodia, I was trying to get a contingency 
plan for evacuations in case fighting broke out there in Poipet. This was especially 
important for the children. The recent border skirmishes between Thailand and 
Cambodia are over a disputed area around 2-4 hours away. Even though there are 
plans in place at each Cambodian location and project, our ultimate trust is in our 
Lord God, who takes care of us and loves us! Thanks for praying for us, for each 
home and each child!
